Up.” (Please note that Eucharistic Visitors and Eucharistic Ministers must be trained and approved
to serve in this ministry.) Once you have selected what you would like to volunteer for, look at the
very bottom of your screen for the words “Submit and Sign Up.” Click that and you will be directed
to the submit screen. Put in your name and email address, then click sign up now. You do NOT
need to log in to sign up. You’ll be reminded of your sign up automatically two days before the
service.
