Presiding Bishop Michael Curry's Statements on Recent Supreme Court Decisions 

Presiding Bishop Curry and the Office of Public Affairs of The National Episcopal Church released 

statements last week regarding two Supreme Court decisions. The court issued a decision on Dobbs 

v. Jackson Women's Health Organization, which overturned the constitutional right to abortion 

recognized in Roe v. Wade. In NYSRPA v. Bruen, the court struck down New York’s regulation of 
the concealed carry of firearms.

Up.” (Please note that Eucharistic Visitors and Eucharistic Ministers must be trained and approved 

to serve in this ministry.) Once you have selected what you would like to volunteer for, look at the 

very bottom of your screen for the words “Submit and Sign Up.” Click that and you will be directed 

to the submit screen. Put in your name and email address, then click sign up now. You do NOT 
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need to log in to sign up. You’ll be reminded of your sign up automatically two days before the 
service.
