COLLECT FOR PURITY AND GREAT COMMANDMENTS All standing, the Presider says
Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid:
Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love thee,
and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith:

Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is
the first and great commandment. And the second is like unto it: Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.
On these two commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.

Grant unto us that we, beholding by faith the light of his countenance, may be strengthened to bear our
cross, and be changed into his likeness from glory to glory; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord, who
liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

FIRST READING Please be seated for the readings. Exodus 24:12-18
A reading from the book of Exodus.
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The LORD said to Moses, “Come up to me on the mountain, and wait there; and I will give you the tablets
of stone, with the law and the commandment, which I have written for their instruction.” So Moses set out
with his assistant Joshua, and Moses went up into the mountain of God. To the elders he had said, “Wait
here for us, until we come to you again; for Aaron and Hur are with you; whoever has a dispute may go to
them.”

Then Moses went up on the mountain, and the cloud covered the mountain. The glory of the LORD settled
on Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it for six days; on the seventh day he called to Moses out of the
cloud. Now the appearance of the glory of the LORD was like a devouring fire on the top of the mountain
in the sight of the people of Israel. Moses entered the cloud, and went up on the mountain. Moses was on
the mountain for forty days and forty nights.

Gospeller The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew.

Six days after Peter had acknowledged Jesus as the Christ, the Son of the living God, Jesus took with
him Peter and James and his brother John and led them up a high mountain, by themselves. And he
was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, and his clothes became dazzling

white. Suddenly there appeared to them Moses and Elijah, talking with him. Then Peter said to Jesus,
“Lord, it is good for us to be here; if you wish, | will make three dwellings here, one for you, one for
Moses, and one for Elijah.” While he was still speaking, suddenly a bright cloud overshadowed them,
and from the cloud a voice said, “This is my Son, the Beloved; with him | am well pleased,; listen to
him!” When the disciples heard this, they fell to the ground and were overcome by fear. But Jesus
came and touched them, saying, “Get up and do not be afraid.” And when they looked up, they saw
no one except Jesus himself alone.

will bow to your will, and govern in such a way that justice is tempered with mercy for all. We pray
especially for the President of the United States, the Governor of the state of California, and the Mayor of
the city of Davis.

(We pause, making space for prayer to be said, either silently or aloud.)

Leader O Lord, our refuge,
People Receive our prayers.
Leader O God of Majestic Glory, ignite the spirits of all who lead us in your church, as the men and

women who reveal your will to us through Word, Sacrament, and guidance on the way. We pray especially
for our Bishop Megan and our clergy Pamela, Ernie, Deborah, Margaret, and Betsy.
(We pause, making space for prayer to be said, either silently or aloud.)

Leader O Lord, our refuge,
People Receive our prayers.
Leader O God of Majestic Glory, embrace all who are seriously ill, weary, or anxious, and bless

those who give them care. We now join our voices to pray aloud for those in need, especially for those on
our parish prayer list.
(The deacon will share prayer requests and then invite the congregation to add their prayer requests).

Leader O Lord, our refuge,
People Receive our prayers.
Leader O God of Majestic Glory, comfort us in knowing that the souls of those who have gone

before us are now enfolded in the dazzling glory of the Transfigured Christ forever. We pray especially
for the victims of the devastating earthquake in Turkey and Syria, and for their families, friends, and
communities who mourn.

(We pause, making space for prayer to be said, either silently or aloud.)

Presider O Lord our God, you enjoin us to listen to your beloved Son, who told us not to be afraid.

Strengthen us to know the radiant Christ in our hearts, striving to follow your law in faith, with courage
and conviction. We ask all this in the name of the resurrected Jesus; and the Holy Spirit, your divine
voice; who lives and reigns with you as One God, forever and ever. Amen.

Let us humbly confess our sins unto Almighty God.

Presider and People

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against thee in thought, word, and deed, by what we
have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved thee with our whole heart; we have not
loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of thy Son Jesus
Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in thy will, and walk in thy ways, to the
glory of your Name. Amen.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks to thee, he broke
it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, to
bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy
dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ. And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice
of praise and thanksgiving, whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and
bodies.

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction;
and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and
we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;

By whom, and with whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee,
O Father Almighty, world without end. Amen.
