Peter began to speak to Cornelius and the other Gentiles: “I truly understand that God shows no partiality,
but in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. You know the
message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ—he is Lord of all. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: how God anointed
Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good and healing all who
were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him.

ABOUT RECEIVING HOLY COMMUNION

All are welcome at God’s table, children included. The bread is gluten-free and vegan. Come forward down
the center aisle and proceed to either side of the altar rail. You may stand or kneel at the altar rail. On both
sides of the altar rail, you can consume the bread that is placed in your hand and then drink from the
common cup. Or you can leave the bread in your hand, allowing the Eucharistic Minister to intinct the bread
in the wine (dip it) and put the bread back into your open hand. If you wish to consume bread only, you can
cross your arms when the wine chalice comes to you. The customary response upon receiving Communion is
“Amen.”” Crossing your arms over your chest indicates you would like a blessing instead of Communion.
